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Buhl wins Winston singles title

Three straight doubles
crowns for Hitt, Holland

WINSTON, Ore. — He doesn’t play as many tournaments as in
the past, but that doesn’t mean Doug Buhl, Springfield, Ore., isn’t
as competitive as he during the years when he built a Hall of Fame
career as one of the best players in table shuffleboard.

Buhl showed that form over Labor Day weekend as he double-
dipped Mike Kinney, Medford, Ore., to win Open Singles during
the 2004 Winston Rural American tournament at the 99 Tavern and
Willee’s Cafe.

Buhl battled back through the losers’ bracket to get a chance to
play Kinney, who won the winners’ bracket, and then dropped
Kinney in both two-out-of-three matches.

The win was the second Winston singles crown for Buhl. In 2000
he shared the championship with another Oregonian, Darrol Nelson,
who had to sit out this year’s Rural American after injuring himself
in a motorcycle crash.

Dave Keithahn from California claimed third place in the open
singles with Spokane’s Dan Hitt finishing fourth. There were 21
players in the tournament

Kenny Rogers, Medford, won the B Singles crown over 17 other
players, defeating Bob Crum, Sacramento, in the title match. Bud
Spier, Sunny Valley, Ore., was third with Mike Olson, Longview,
Wash., finishing fourth.
