Wrestling brackets no big deal for Rob

RENO — Amid the storm of players crowding around the
bracket boards in the hallway between the tournament rooms for
the North American Shuffleboard Championships, Rob Kern is rock
calm.

Kern, of Michigan, is so serene that it might be easy to forget he
is in charge of the brackets for all of the events at the NASC.

“If he ever quit, I would, too,” said tournament director John
McDermott.

“Rob is invaluable at what he does,” McDermott added. “And
he represents the type of people we try to hire and keep to run this
tournament.”

Kern has been the bracketeer for all 15 NASC events and had
about five years experience in bracketing shuffleboard tournaments
when it started.

His first experience running a tournament came in 1984 during
the Board Talk open.

Kern juggled four brackets for the singles event that started
Monday, but that isn’t even close to being a big number for him.

“I managed the wrestling team in high school and we had the
district and regional tournaments,” Kern said.

With 14 weight classifications that meant 14 brackets with as
many as 32 wrestlers in each to take care of during each event,
Kern was an experienced hand when he started helping out at
shuffleboard tournaments.

Kern got started with shuffleboard brackets when he accompa-
nied his wife to tournaments.

He saw the trouble some tournament directors had with the
bracket and decided to volunteer his help. He’s had the marker pen
in his hand ever since.

Kern acknowledges that Eddie Brayman’s Shuffleboard Peas
software could eliminate some of the need for a bracketeer.
Brayman’s software, which is in the testing stage, draws partners,
creates brackets including board numbers.

Kern said he wouldn’t mind if a computer took over some of his
duties because it would allow him the time to play more.
